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BOW WOW READING CLUB TEACHES

The cards on the kennel

at our Castaic animal care
center indicated there were
two little one-year-old
Chihuahua sisters inside the
run, but they were nowhere
to be seen! Concerned
volunteers entered the
kennel to investigate and
found them huddled
together under the bed.
Volunteer Clare Storey
commented, “If they could
have melted into the floor,
they would have done so, 'm
sure. I had never seen dogs
so shut down before.”

Clare and other volunteers
removed the little sisters
(fondly named “Mary
Kate” and “Ashley”) and
discovered they couldn’t
walk on a leash or connect
to people. It was obvious a
lot of work was going to be
necessary to prepare them for adoption into a permanent home. But no worries - many of
the Castaic volunteers eagerly joined in the effort to help with the sisters’ rehabilitation.

The volunteers sat with them and got them used to being handled. After they had gained
Mary Kate and Ashley’s trust, volunteers began leash training the girls and took them to
off-site adoptions to get them accustomed to new people and surroundings. The animal
care center staff were rooting for the sisters too, providing supportive care and medical
treatment.

The breakthrough came when two young and motivated volunteers, Maria Alba and Justin
Granchamp, offered to foster them. Mary Kate and Ashley learned what it was like to live
in aloving home, became house-trained and went for walks in the neighborhood. Thanks
to Maria’s and Justin’s networking, the Olsen twins finally found their forever home after
five months of rehabilitation. Now the Olsen twins are called Ginger and Gracie, and enjoy
the love and commitment of their new family.

__IN ANIMAL CRUELTY CASE .

On Sept. 26,2011, 46-year-old Cecillia
Bojorquez of Lancaster plead no contest
to Felony Animal Cruelty charges in
Lancaster Superior Court.

On July 28,2011, off-duty Animal
Control Officer Derek Ames was driving
on 45th Street West near Avenue [ when
he spotted a Dodge pickup truck with a
tan Cocker Spaniel inside the bed of the
truck. Ames saw the dogjump out of the
truck bed and dragged along the asphalt
at more than 50 mph. Horrified, he
caught up to the truck, honking his horn

and flashing his lights in an effort to get

the driver’s attention.

The truck finally stopped and Ames told
the driver that he had called for help,
instructing her not to move the vehicle.
The small dog appeared to be in shock
and was clearly suffering from severe
injuries to its paws, legs and belly. Instead
of waiting for assistance, the driver
placed the dog back into the bed of the
pickup truck and drove away.

Ames followed the driver at a safe
distance, periodically updating his
location to his supervisor and the
Lancaster Sheriff s Department. The
driver finally stopped at Avenue I and
Challenger Way, where she was met by
animal control officers and deputies
from the Lancaster Sheriff’s station. She
was taken into custody and the dog was
transported by an officer to an emergency
animal hospital. Unfortunately, the

dog’s injuries were so traumatic that the

veterinarian had no choice but to perform
humane euthanasia. “The responding
officers said they had not seen a more
agonizing animal cruelty case in recent
memory, said Marcia Mayeda, Director
of Animal Care and Control.

Bojorquez was sentenced to three years
formal probation, two days (time served)
in county jail, 45 days of community
service, animal cruelty prevention classes
and ordered to pay fines and court costs
totaling $300.

“Officer Ames’ actions demonstrated
great compassion and quick thinking,”
said Mayeda. “We are so proud of his
heroism and to have him working to
protect animals in the Antelope Valley”

It is a violation California Vehicle Code
23117 to transport an animal in the back
of avehicle unless the space is enclosed,
the animal is cross tethered to the vehicle,
or is protected by a secure cage.

With increased
sightings and brazen
daytime romps through
neighborhoods, another
coyote sighting in the
Calabasas area is not all
too surprising. However,

the outcome of a recent
coyote attack on a small poodle dog is what has Los

Angeles County Animal Care and Control staft doing
adouble-take.

On Aug, 8,2011, at 5 a.m. a couple, driving on
the 3700 block of Camino Codorniz in Calabasas,
spotted a coyote trotting alongside the roadway
with what appeared to be a small white dog in its
mouth. Shocked, they pulled over and scared the
coyote, which ran off after dropping the dog from
its jaws. The couple called the Los Angeles County
Department of Animal Care and Control who
dispatched an animal control officer to the scene.

The officer immediately transported the badly injured
dog to alocal emergency pet hospital.

The dog’s name is “Maddy;” and she was visiting
Calabasas, being watched by family members of
the owners who were out of town. According

to statements made to animal control staff, the
housekeeper had placed Maddy in the backyard of
their Calabasas home and left her there.

“This incident not only exemplifies the importance
of keeping pets indoors and out of harm’s way, it also
demonstrates the natural fear coyotes should have of
humans,” said Marcia Mayeda, Director for the Los
Angeles County Department of Animal Care and
Control. “The quick thinking of the passers-by made
all the difference in this case. Maddy is one lucky little
dog Mayeda said.

Maddy sustained serious, but non-life threatening
injuries in the attack and was treated and released into
the care of the County’s Agoura Hills Animal Care
Center, where staff and volunteers immediately fell

in love with her. “When the Josephs arrived to pick
her up, Maddy cried when she saw them and cuddled
in their arms. It was so sweet,” said Denise Rosen,
Manager of the Agoura Hills Animal Care Center.



TRAUMATIZED HORSE
RE ED BY LANCASTER STAFF .

On Aug. 2,2011 a severely emaciated and neglected
horse was abandoned at a property in west Lancaster.
Dropped off in the middle of the night at the home of
a person known to love horses, he was discovered the
next morning by the property owner. Since the horse
was in such poor condition she immediately called our
Lancaster animal care center for assistance.

In addition to severe emaciation, this horse had a large
open wound on the left side of his jaw. The wound
was over 12 inches long and six inches wide, severely
infected, and so deep that the jaw bone could be felt
inside the wound. His hooves were grossly overgrown
and cracked as well. Lancaster animal care staft Sgt.
Rachel Montez-Kemp and ACA Edward Callaway
picked up the horse and brought him back to the

animal care center for immediate treatment.

The horse, a 16 % hand, 18-20 year old bay
Thorougbred, was named “Pacino” and was seen
by an equine veterinarian that day. The severity

of the wound, degree of infection, and poor body HAPPY ENDING

condition of the horse raised concerns whether

Pacino could overcome his injuries.
